Definitions:

The Work Breakdown Identification shall reflect the appropriate subpart of the work breakdown structure of the project. This may include division by area, building, and/or system or sub-system.

Column a (Quantity/# Units): quantity of units.

(Quantity/unit measure): (e.g. each, linear foot, etc)

Column b (Labor/MH Unit): manhours required to install each unit. (Where different labor categories may be involved in a specific task, multiple, individual labor categories are preferred rather than building a composite labor rate that would not reflect any single labor category.)

Column c (Labor/Total Hrs): unit manhours times unit quantity. (Where different labor categories may be involved in a specific task, multiple, individual labor rates are preferred rather than building a composite labor rate that would not reflect any single labor category.)

Column d (Labor/Unit Price): unit manhour rate 

Column e (Labor/Cost): total unit manhours times manhour rate

Column f (Equipment/Unit Price): total price of equipment used to perform installation of each item. Equipment does not become part of the work left behind, but is used for the installation process. (e.g. bucket loader, trencher, travel & per diem)

Column g (Equipment/Cost): unit quantity times unit equipment price

Column h (Material/Unit Cost): cost of material per item and item unit of measure

Column i (Material/Cost): unit quantity times material cost per item unit of measure. Material includes everything that becomes and remains part of the project. (e.g. security equipment, cabling, concrete, conduit, etc.)

Sub-total: sum of total item labor cost (Column e) plus sum of total item equipment cost (Column g) plus sum of total item material cost (Column i).

Total: sum of row totals for a particular work breakdown item.

Notes:


This breakdown format for costs shall be applied to all costs associated with the project. This includes subcontracted work as well as prime work.


Since the item description field may have limited character space, contractors shall offer care to assure items are clearly and unambiguously identified. The manufacturer’s name and an appropriate part number shall be added either in the item description field or in a separate column of the format.


Where some facet of costs is not applicable with an item, leave that column blank. (e.g. if there is no equipment required to install an item, leave the equipment unit price blank or zero.
