3. SITE DESCRIPTION: The former Camp Ellis Military Reservation consists of 17,455 acres acquired
by the Government in 1941 and 1942. The siteisdivided into parcels designated as A - R.

4. SITE HISTORY: Construction of the military reservation began 1942 for training for engineers,
medics, signal corps and quartermaster corps. Approximately 125,000 troops trained at Ellis during
WWII and a POW camp designed to accommodate 2,500 German and Austrian prisoners aswell asa
hospital sewage treatment plant and numerous other facilities. In 1950, the Department of Defense
declared the site as surplus. 1n 1954, the property was offered to the original owners for re-purchase. The
former Camp Ellis now belongs to over 100 different land owners. The property is used almost
exclusively for agriculture, and pastureland. The property located to the North of the siteis forested while
the some land to the west has been stripped mined and reclaimed. The Spoon River runs through the
northeastern corner of the site aswell as several small streams.

5. PREVIOUS SITE ACTIVITIES: An Archive Search Report (ASR) was completed in May 1995 by the
Rock Idand Corps of Engineers Digtrict.

6. CURRENT STATUS: A contract was awarded to Parsons Engineering Science on 5 March 1999
incrementally funded for $707,725 of atotal of $1,492,919. Thefinal workplan isbeing back checked.
