operations in portions of Sections 9 and 15. Specifically, sand
and grave excavation activities were evident in the north 1/2 of
Section 15;sand and gravel storage activities were evident in the
sout hwest corner of the southeast 1/4 of Section 9. According to
the INPR FDE, 280 acres and the access road are under the
jurisdiction of the Bureau of Land Managenent (BLM and are
therefore eligible for DERP-FUDS. The FDE states that there is a
proposed Navy w thdrawal of the remaining land in process and
that a BLMrepresentative still considers that |and under Navy
jurisdiction. Specifically, the Navy | and consists of the north
1/ 2 and sout heast 1/4 of the southwest 1/4 of Section 10 (120
acres) and the east 1/2 of the northwest 1/4 of Section 15 (80
acres).

The site is located in the Inperial Valley which has a
desert climate and records a hi gher percentage of sunshine than
any other place in the United States. Topography ranges from
flat to gently rising terrain in the area. The target area is
relatively flat. Vegetation is sparse and low lying. Access is
via Schoneman Road which is |located at the western edge of
Sections 22 and 15.

Most of the Inperial Valley is below sea |l evel with Salton
Sea water surface elevation at 228 feet bel ow sea |level. Fresh
surface water is provided froman extensive network of canals for
irrigation. Natural drainage occurs through washes, draws and
gullies, which are dry in periods of no precipitation. These
runoffs enpty into rivers and canals. Flooding is unlikely
because of the small anpbunts of precipitation and the porous
nature of the sandy soils. Inperial Valley drains to the south.
The Alano River, New River, Wstern Main Canal, and Coachell a
Canal flow south into the Al Anerican Canal which flows east and
enpties into the Col orado R ver which flows south and enpties
into the Gulf of California.

El eventh Naval District acquired approxi mtely 480 acres fromthe
Department of the Interior for use as a | ow | evel rocket target.
A concentric circle target was |located on the property. No

di sposal information is available for this site. Historical
docunents indicate that in June 1946, this particular target was
proposed to be retained.

Near by air stations which could have utilized this bonb
target are El Centro Marine Corps Air Station, Holtville Nava
Auxiliary Air Station, and Salton Sea Auxiliary Air Station.



These sites stored and utilized a wide variety of ammunition for
training mssions, including various HE and practice bonbs,
various rockets, small arnms ammunition and 20mm ammunition. The
ASR states that while the site was actively utilized in the
1940’s, it is possible that aircraft in nore recent years may
have occasionally jettisoned ordnance such as flares which I and
on the site. Specifically, the site survey team found vari ous
scrap and remants show ng evidence of 2.25" and/or 3.25"
rockets, M 38 100-pound practice bonbs, 500-pound practice bonbs
and fl ares.

paragraph 4.1.2 of the findings which could | ead readers to
believe that there is CWM at the site when it is not present.

Use of CWM The ASR turned up no evidence that CAW was used at
the site.

Acreage of the Site: The ASR consistently states that the
acreage of the site is approximtely 460 acres, which nust be a
typographical error. The ASR maps for the site show an area of
480 acres and the INPR indicates 480 acres plus additional for an
access road which is supported by a docunent in the ASR dated 6
June 1946 fromthe Public Wrks Oficer, Eleventh Naval District
to Bureau of Docks.

Area of DERP-FUDS Eligibility: This should be determ ned prior
to further action at the site. On the basis of a conversation
wi th a BLM spokesperson, the I NPR FDE indicates that 200 acres

are still under the jurisdiction of the Navy and are not DERP-
FUDS eligible. The eligible Iands are therefore 280 acres and
the access road property under BLMcontrol. This is discussed

nmore fully in the first paragraph of the Site Description above.
However, in paragraph 5.4, page 5-1 of the ASR, conflicting
statenents are made regardi ng ownershi p based on vari ous
docunents that the ASR witer saw, but copies of which are not

i ncluded in the ASR

O her Comrents Regarding the ASR. I n paragraphs 3.1 and 5.1 on
pages 3-1 and 5-1 of the Findings, and paragraph 2.3.1 of page 2-
3 in the Conclusions and Recommendations, the letter permt
transfer dates for acquisition of 12 May 1944 and 24 June 1945
seem ngly contradict the dates in the | NPR FDE(24 June 1943
and/or 23 May 1944), which is supported by a docunent in the ASR
dated 6 June 1946 fromthe Public Wrks O ficer, Eleventh Nava
District to Bureau of Docks.

Nat ural Resources: There are known Federally- and State-listed
speci es which may occur within the site area. Listings are
provided in the ASR Fi ndi ngs, page 3-6, paragraph 3.5. An on-
site inspection by appropriate State and Federal personnel may be
necessary to verify the presence, absence or location of |isted
species, or natural communities.

Hi storical Resources: No cultural or historical sites associated
with this site are reported in the ASR  However, any intrusive
measures taken within the area will require oversight by the
State Historical Preservation Ofice (SHPO and/or other |ike

or gani zati ons.
