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FORT Greely, Alaska --The U.S. Army Corps of Engineers Alaska District completed the In-
Flight Interceptor Communications System Data Terminal facility on schedule here Sept. 5 
 “This was a difficult facility to construct because of the tight schedule and inclement 
weather,” said John Matthews, director of Ballistic Missile Defense at the U.S. Army Corps 
of Engineers Engineering and Support Center, Huntsville in Alabama.
